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DACA 4th Year Anniversary Toolkit 
For Legal Service Providers and Other Organizational Partners

Purpose of toolkit:  
The purpose of this toolkit is to provide resources and information that will help reinvigorate administrative relief campaigns. These materials should support the work being done for all strata of the undocumented community, but we place a special emphasis on the Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) initiative in celebration of its fourth year in operation. As the DACA 4 Year Report enumerates (see chart below), DACA has opened a pathway for recipients to participate in portions of economic, educational, social, and political spheres that were formerly unavailable to them. And, it has also facilitated the fulfillment of family responsibilities as well as self-actualization. It may seem as though much in the immigration system remains unchanged, however, each new testimony of the positive impact of administrative relief should be encouragement that the steadfast commitment to outreach brings results with wide ranging effects. To that end, the materials in this toolkit should help increase and maximize the outreach and community education efforts of legal service providers, immigration advocacy organizations, and other immigrant serving agencies.

Next steps:
Our next steps include pivoting to DACA and other forms of relief. These resources will help inform your target audience of the relief forms that are currently available to them. Although there are no new forms of relief, it is imperative that outreach efforts expand. While upwards of 750,000 young adults have successfully enrolled in DACA, much work remains to capture the population that has yet to enroll, whether because they are hard to reach populations, aging in, or have yet to be persuaded of the benefits of administrative relief. All organizations can still play a role in outreach with existing forms of relief; we encourage new partners to join and help. 

Toolkit contents: 
The chart below lists tools that will help support your organization as you continue to promote DACA and other forms of relief. Other toolkits will be provided to help strengthen organizational capacity and community engagement.  The materials are grouped by topic, and a brief description of each tool is also provided. Some of these resources are customizable, allowing your organization to rebrand these with local contact information.  

How to use the materials: 
Organizations are encouraged to explore traditional and non-traditional ways of using these resources. Flyers should incorporate digital media and print use (display at reception/check-ins, provide these at community education meetings, give to local allies, take these to special events). Videos can be used in waiting rooms, as precursors to community meetings, embedded on the website, or even distributed through social media channels like Facebook and Twitter. Remember to connect online using hashtags such as #HereToStay or #DACAStrong.
